No Power? No Problem!

When a Private London school required a
new classroom block on the other side of the
playing field insufficient electrical supplies
posed a costly problem.

Foster Environmental were engaged to come
up with an energy efficient solution to
provide both the heating and cooling to the
new building.

The answer was to supply and install two
Sanyo Gas Driven VRF systems connected to
multiple indoor cassettes. The installation
gave a total of 150kW of heating using 2kW

of electrical input. When completed, the
system achieved a CoP of 1.34, as opposed
to conventional boilers where we could have
expected a CoP of around .92.

An added benefit in this case was that the
waste heat in the summer months was used
to provide the hot water to the existing
swimming pool.

Foster Environmental project managed the
whole of the installation including the
supply of the LPG and the setting up of the
gas supply contract.

Foster Environmental Fast Track!

Foster Environmental has recently completed their greatest challenge yet! The

installation of over 100 indoor units connected to multiple VRF outdoors in 6 Weeks

The installation is part of the construction phase of a major sports development in
London and provides the office accommodation, canteen and changing facilities for
over 700 staff.

We had to overcome a number of building specific issues including the lack of
suspended ceilings and very limited wall space. The solution was to install ducted air
handling units connected to Textile socks throughout the open plan offices enabling the

conditioned air to be distributed evenly throughout the space and eliminating drafts.

Each indoor unit is housed in its own purpose-made enclosure complete with drop-
down grille allowing for easy maintenance. This being especially important in the rather

harsh conditions of a construction site.

Filtered fresh air is ducted to each of the units as opening windows is not an option.
This ensures that each occupant receives the desired amount of clean air and Coi levels
are kept to a minimum.

Due to the fast track nature of this project Foster Environmental called upon its close
relationship with its suppliers and sub contractors who all worked tirelessly to complete
the installation on time and within budget.




F Gas Compliance

As with most pieces of legislation, the weight of responsibility for the F-Gas
Regulation will fall on the end user. They will have the legal liability to ensure that
refrigerant does not leak and is recovered properly during servicing and replacement
of cooling systems. They will also have a clear duty of care to closely monitor all
equipment on their premises that uses more than 3kg of refrigerant. In practice, this
will mean ensuring all refrigeration and air conditioning plant is properly monitored

and maintained by fully qualified contractors.

As part of our in house training programme all of our engineers are qualified Upto the
latest requirements to fully comply with the F gas requirements. Our service team
work with both the Air Conditioning owner and our Contracting department to
ensure that our clients are always in full compliance with the law. We have developed
specific service and maintenance techniques and programs to suit all of our clients
systems from 1kW to IMW.
